

BYLAWS


VIRGINIA NURSES FOUNDATION

Article I


Name

The name by which this corporation shall be known is the Virginia Nurses Foundation, Inc. (hereinafter called the Foundation).


Article II

Purpose
The aims and purposes of the Foundation shall be as stated in its Certificate of Incorporation (hereinafter called the Certificate of Incorporation).


Article III


Board of Trustees

Section 1.  Purpose and Functions
The Board of Trustees shall manage the business affairs and fulfill the purposes of the Foundation, and may exercise all such powers of the Foundation and do all such lawful acts and things except those directed or required to be exercised or done by the Virginia Nurses Association, as specified by statute, by the Certification of Incorporation or by these bylaws.  

Section 2.  Composition
A.
The Board of Trustees shall consist of seven members who are elected by the Virginia Nurses Association members.

B.
The current Virginia Nurses Association Treasurer, Commissioner on Professional Practice, Commissioner on Policies and Resources and the immediate Past President shall serve on the Board of Trustees.

C.
Three Trustees-at-Large shall be elected from VNA membership.

Section 3.  Election and Term of Office
A.
Trustees-at-Large shall be elected for a two year term.

B.
Trustees shall not serve more than four (4) consecutive terms.

Section 4.  Officers
A.
The officers of the Foundation shall be a President, a Vice President, a Secretary and a Treasurer.

B.
The officers of the Foundation shall have such powers and duties as generally pertain to their respective offices, except as may be delegated to or modified by the Board of Trustees.

C.
The officers shall be elected annually to a one-year term of office.

D.
The officers shall be elected annually by the members of the Board of Trustees by mail ballot.

E.
Officers shall not serve more than four consecutive terms in an office.

F.
The Nominating Committee for the officers of the Foundation shall be appointed by the Board of Trustees from among their number.

G.
Any officer may be removed from office by a majority vote of the Board of Trustees.

H.
A vacancy in any office may be filled for the unexpired portion of the terms by appointment by the Board of Trustees.

Section 5.  Committees
A.
The Board of Trustees may create committees, the membership of which need not be restricted to members of the Board of Trustees.  

B.
Committees shall report to the board and shall assume such duties as are assigned by the board.

C.
A majority of the members of any committee shall constitute a quorum.

Section 6.  Meetings
A.
Meetings may be held at such place or places as the board may designate.

B.
Special meetings of the board shall be held whenever called by the president; allowed with at least 20 days notice.

C.
Except as otherwise required, notice of the time, place and purpose of each meeting shall be given to each member of at least 30 days before the day on which the meeting is to be held.

Section 7.  Removal
Any trustee may be removed from office at any time, by a majority of the Board of Trustees of the Foundation.

Section 8.  Vacancies
Any vacancy or vacancies on the Board of Trustees shall be filled for the balance of the unexpired term by the members of the VNA Board

Section 9.  Quorum
A majority of trustees, one of whom shall be the President or Vice President, shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting of the Board of Trustees.

Article IV


Amendments

These Bylaws may be amended or revised at any regular or special meeting of the Board of Trustees, provided notice of the proposed amendments or revision is contained in the meeting.


Article V


Parliamentary Authority

The rules contained in Roberts Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern meetings of the Foundation in all cases where they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with these Bylaws.
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
